technological competence; interdisciplinary application; and proficiency in multiple skills. The cultivation of
such professionals follows a tripartite theoretical framework encompassing value orientation, supply-demand
alignment, and governance mechanisms, with service to national strategies as the foundation, response to
grassroots needs as the core, and diversified collaborative governance as the guarantee. This constitutes a
systematic endeavor aligned with the laws of rural development, agricultural education, and talent growth.
Practically, systematic eftorts should be directed toward four dimensions; fostering rural attachment,
innovating educational models, strengthening scenario-based experiential learning, and establishing longterm
guarantee mechanisms. These measures aim to cultivate interdisciplinary talents adaptable to diverse rural
contexts, thereby providing robust human capital and intellectual support for comprehensive rural
revitalization and agricultural modernization.
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
